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POTONG KEPALA!

He arrived sharp at 7.30 P.M. as requested. He 
came with two other persons, his bodyguard 
and driver. He was tall, well built, handsome 

with a unique hair style. His handshake was fi rm 
and strong. He was of course Tan Sri Temenggung 
Jugah Anak Barieng (later Tun), the paramount chief 
of the Iban from Kapit in Sarawak and the Minis-
ter of Sarawak Aff airs in the Tengku Abdul Rahman 
cabinet at the ti me. He was invited to be the guest 
of one of the very early TV Malaysia programmes.  
It was a weekly current aff airs programme. 

1964 was at a very early stage of Malaysia. We 
thought it was a good idea to have some one who 
was very infl uenti al  and  knowledgeable about Sar-
awak like Tan Sri Jugah to tell the audience in the 
Peninsular  about Sarawak. 

I met him in front of the building and led him to 
the make up room. Make up arti st, the late Rama-
lingam immediately fell under his charm and took 
ti me to make him up. Later Rama told me he was 
in love with the Minister!. In the studio he was in-
troduced to the anchor man Rosdin Yaakob, and to 
the fl oor manager the late Tan Mutalib. We briefed 
him about  the  programme, the questi ons and the 
technicality of the producti on. Earlier during our 
producti on meeti ng we briefed Rosdin that no sen-
siti ve  questi ons  such as the bare breasted women, 
religion and  head hunti ng should be asked.

All programmes in those days  were  broadcast live 
and in black & white . There  were  no recording fa-
ciliti es at the ti me. Life to a TV producer at the ti me 
was exciti ng, an adventure. A small studio convert-
ed from a garage, two fi rst generati on EMI camer-
as with turret lenses. Low lighti ng grids. Anything 
could happen. It could be  nightmares someti mes. 

This programme started aft er 8 o’clock Malay 
News and it ran for about 20 minutes. The  inter-
view  went on very well. He was not nervous, very 
confi dent. He knew the subject very well especially 
about Sarawak and its place in Malaysia. He spoke 
in a mixed of Standard Malay, Sarawak Malay and 
“adapted English”. Very eloquent speaker consider-
ing that he could neither write nor read. Everything 
went on very well unti l at the end of the show. 

I told Tan Mutalib  to indicate to Rosdin to wind up 
the interview. But Tan Sri went on talking. The CP 
was screaming that we were running over the next 
programme. I told Tan to cut him off . I was watch-
ing the monitors in the control cubicle.  Suddenly I 
heard him saying : “ Tak ada.  Itu dulu punya cerita.  
Sekarang ti dak ada potong kepala lagi. Dia orang 
sudah pergi skul, baca buk. Tak ada, jangan takut”, 
and on and on. There was a shocking silence in the 

control cubicle. I was stunned. Heard Normah Kassim (Script Assistant)  whis-
pered , “ Siapa tanya dia?”.  Panic started to creep in.  However I managed 
to tell the audio man to cut off  his microphone, bring up the closing music, 
graphics , and “to  black”. I rushed into the studio but Tan Sri had gone.

 What happened? From those in the studio we discovered something very 
interesti ng and most unexpected. 

When I told Tan Mutalib to give the sign to Rosdin to cut him off , Tan moved 
closely behind Tan Sri to give the sign. At that very instance he turned his 
head to look at Tan and saw the sign Tan was giving to Rosdin. Thinking that 
it was a questi on he went on with the answer!. The sign of course was a 
movement of an index fi nger cutti  ng the throat. TV and fi lm producti on use 
a number of hand signs to indicate certain acti ons instead of voice com-
mands. At the beginning of TV Malaysia, we were all trained by a team of 
trainers from CBC (Canadian Broadcasti ng Corporati on ).  We adopted their 
hand signs too. Of course Canada had no history of head  hunti ng . 

Aft er that incident TV Malaysia changed that to using a scissor cut sign . I 
was very worried  not knowing what would be the politi cal  backlash from  
people in Sarawak  though the programme at the ti me was not seen in Sar-
awak,  not many parts of Semenanjung either. We did not really know how 
sensiti ve things might be as Malaysia was sti ll in its infancy. The incident 
was thoroughly discussed by the top guns. Some thought it was very funny 

but the Director the late Mr Aw Kheng Law and Head of Programmes Raja 
Iskandar thought otherwise. It seemed (don’t know how far it was true) that 
Kheng Law told Tengku about it  and  it seemed Tengku had a good laugh.

 P.S.  Months later I was at the Merlin Hotel (now Concorde) having lunch 
with some friends when I saw Tan Sri sitti  ng at the bar drinking by himself. I 
went to him to apologise about what had happened that night. He remem-
bered the interview but said  “Jangan takut, itu bagus” followed by a long 
lecture  that more should be done to explain to each other about ourselves 
, about Sarawak, Sabah, Semenanjung, Singapore and Malaysia so that we 
know each other bett er and so on. He was however interrupted by a PYL 
(Prett y Young Lady) walking in and hugged him. They chatt ed quietly in Iban. 
I excused myself to take leave. He shook my hand and said  ” Anak, ingat apa 
Apai cakap tadi” . No, he did not introduce his PYL to me!.
